Cutting Instructions

Cut 2 x 2 ½” x WOF strips from each of the 8 fabrics A to H.

Subcut Fabric G into 29 x 2 1/2" squares.

Subcut each of the other 7 fabrics into 28 x 2 ½” squares.

Separate your fabrics by colour into 8 baggies and label them (A to H).

You will be creating 3 rows each month for 5 months.

Use the colour you chose (E, F or G) to cut your Borders and Binding.

Cut 4 x 6” x WOF strips for borders.

Cut 5 x 2 1/2” x WOF strips for binding.

Set these strips plus your black fat quarters aside in a separate baggie to be used to complete your project.
